The Zarathushti calendar has 12 months of 30 days each and each day had a unique name when the name of the month and the day coincided they celebrated it. This adds up to 360 days and the ends the financial year, the last 5 or 6 days in the year depending on the equinox are free days and are named after the Gathas of Zarathushtra.

APRIL 30 TO MAY4.

1-Maidhyo-zarem - mid spring - when fresh vegetables are in plenty. 

JUNE 29 TO JULY 3. 

2*-Maidhyo-shema - mid summer - the time for harvesting corn. 

         Middle of the 7 month Artic summer (Farvardin - Mehr)
SEPT. 12 TO 16. 

3-Paiti-shahem - end of summer - gathering of fruits. 

OCT. 12 TO 16.

4*-Aya-threm -beginning of winter - sowing of winter crops - 

(Beginning of 5 month Artic winter (Aban - Esfand).)

JANUARY 1 TO 5. 

5-Maidh-yarem - the middle of perfect rest - when farmers, shepherds, and their animals are resting. 

MARCH 16-20.

6-Hamas-path-maedem - equality of heat and cold, day & night, - is in preparation for the revival in Nature.
